FITTING INSTRUCTIONS

Before removing engine bolts, ensure the bike is upright and supported by a suitable engine
stand or jack placed under the sump of the motorbike to support the partial weight of the
engine, this will prevent the engine from moving during fitting. DO NOT REMOVE MORE THAN
1 ENGINE BOLT AT ANY TIME.

PREPARATION:

e Place a suitable jack beneath the engine in a central position using a piece of wood between the
jack and engine.

e Apply very light pressure to the underside of the engine to support the engine during the
fitment process.

INSTALLATION:

LHS

e Remove the engine/frame bolt in position arrowed in Picture 3 (using 8mm hex socket).

e Take the longer crash protector spindle bar (item 4) and fit one of the M10 Nyloc nuts to the end
with the shorter thread (ensure to engage the nut fully).

e Next take one of the plain M10 washers (item 5) and place over the spindle bar so it sits against
nut just fitted.

e Take the locking washer (item 6) and place over the spindle bar so it sits against the plain washer
just fitted.

e Place this assembly through either of the crash protectors (item 3) so the nut and washers go into
the counter-bore in the crash protector.
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Next place the slightly longer mounting spacer (item 2) over the exposed end of the spindle bar
(please note the longer plain spigot of the spacer sits against the crash protector) as shown in
Picture 4.

Carefully feed the whole assembly through the fairing panel opening as shown in Picture 1.
Engage the thread into the engine/frame mount and only hand-tighten at this stage.

Carefully feed the spanning bar (item 1) though the fairing panel opening and gently rest on the
top of the exhaust headers.

Using one of the M8 button headed bolts and a washer through the hole in the bracket welded to
the mounting spacer, secure the spanning bar do not fully tighten at this stage as shown in Picture
5.
Position the spanning bar so it is clear of the radiator fan assemblies and clear of the exhaust down
pipes as shown in Picture 4.

RHS

Remove the engine/frame bolt arrowed in Picture 2 (using 8mm hex socket).

Take the shorter crash protector spindle bar (item 12) and fit one of the M10 Nyloc nuts to the end
with the shorter thread (ensure to engage the nut fully).

Next take the remaining plain M10 washers (item 5) and place over the spindle bar so it sits
against nut just fitted.

Take the remaining locking washer (item 6) and place over the spindle bar so it sits against the
plain washer just fitted.

Place this assembly through the remaining crash protector (item 3) so the nut and washers go into
the counter-bore in the crash protector.

Next place the slightly shorter mounting spacer (item 11) over the exposed end of the spindle bar
(please note the longer plain spigot of the spacer sits against the crash protector) as shown in
Picture 6.

Carefully feed the whole assembly through the fairing panel opening as already done on the left
hand side.

Engage the thread into the engine/frame mount and only hand-tighten at this stage.

Using one of the M8 button headed bolts and a washer through the hole in the bracket welded to
the mounting spacer, secure the spanning bar do not fully tighten at this stage.

Ensure the spanning bar is clear of the radiator fan and the exhaust down pipes.

Tighten the crash protector bolt until you feel some compression from inside the protector using
17mm socket and wrench. Turn a little more so that you feel the compression increase slightly.
Then apply a quarter turn. Do not over tighten as damage can occur to the bike. Do not exceed
40Nm of torque. Please ensure the crash protector does not come into contact with the fairing
panel as you tighten the bolt) also ensure the spanning bar remains in place and is clear.

Tighten the M8 spanning bar bolt.

If not already fitted fit bubble sticker into recess of crash protector cap.

Fit crash protector cap into crash protector.

LHS

Tighten the crash protector bolt until you feel some compression from inside the protector using
17mm socket and wrench. Turn a little more so that you feel the compression increase slightly.
Then apply a quarter turn. Do not over tighten as damage can occur to the bike. Do not exceed
40Nm of torque. Please ensure the crash protector does not come into contact with the fairing
panel as you tighten the bolt) also ensure the spanning bar remains in place and is clear.
Tighten the M8 spanning bar bolt.

If not already fitted fit bubble sticker into recess of crash protector cap.

Fit crash protector cap into crash protector.
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Please note: Torque of the engine/bobbin bolts should be checked at regular intervals when doing
routine maintenance/servicing.

Avant de retirer les boulons du moteur, assurez-vous que la moto soit en position verticale et
soutenue par un support moteur ou un cric approprié placé sous le carter de la moto pour
supporter le poids partiel du moteur, cela empéchera le moteur de bouger pendant le
montage.

PREPARATION:

e Placez un cric adapté sous le moteur en position centrale en utilisant un morceau de bois entre
le cric et le moteur.

I'entretoise de montage, fixez la barre de portée sans serrer complétement a ce stade comme
indiqué sur la photo 5.

e Positionnez la barre de maniére a ce qu'elle soit dégagée des ensembles de ventilateurs de
radiateur et des tuyaux d'échappement comme indiqué sur la photo 4.

DROITE

e Retirez le boulon moteur/chassis indiqué sur la photo 2 (a I'aide d'une douille hexagonale de 8
mm).

e Prenez la barre de protection crash la plus courte (article 12) et installez I'un des écrous Nyloc
M10 a I'extrémité avec le filetage le plus court (assurez-vous d'engager compléetement I'écrou).

e Prenez ensuite les rondelles plates M10 restantes (article 5) et placez-les sur la barre de
maniére a ce qu'elles reposent contre I'écrou qui vient d'étre installé.

e Prenez la rondelle de blocage restante (article 6) et placez-la sur la barre de maniére a ce
gu'elle repose contre la rondelle plate qui vient d'étre installée.
