TOOLS REQUIRED
e  Socket set to include 5mm A/F socket & wrench.

FITTING INSTRUCTIONS

e Remove the OEM hugger from the bike by removing the three bolts that secure it in place, as shown in pictures 1 & 2,
ensuring to remove the rear brake hose from the plastic hose guide by un-clipping it.

o With the OEM hugger off the bike, remove the plastic hose guide by squeezing the prongs on the rear allowing it to be
removed from the hole, as shown in picture 3.

o Take the R&G Hugger and re-fit the plastic hose guide to the larger of the two holes on the right side of the hugger, as
shown in picture 4.

o  Offer the hugger up to the bike and re-fit the three original bolts as shown in picture 5 (please note you will have to use
the supplied spacer between the new hugger and the swing-arm in position arrowed in pictures 5 and 6). Loosely tighten
at this stage to ensure the hugger is correctly positioned centrally on the rear wheel and has adequate clearance on the top
and sides of the tyre. The three bolts can now be tightened.

e Locate the rear brake hose through the plastic hose guide before fixing the clip together, as shown in picture 6.
